AND VOCATIONAL SCHOOL – ARTS 
For young artists, the opportunity to exhibit their 
work in a juried show is an important step in 
career development and artistic growth. For Sarah 
Coward, this opportunity came last October 
when she showcased an acrylic on canvas piece 
entitled The Peoples Dance during a regional 
competition for emerging artists up to age 25. 
Sponsored by Cadillac Fairview in partnership 
with the Hamilton Arts Council, the jury 
consisted of representatives from the corporate, 
non-profit, and arts communities, with the overall 
task of determining a best-in-show winner. 
Coward’s work took home the highest honour in 

the Youth and Emerging Artists category, selected from 140 submissions from across Southwestern 
Ontario. Coward plans to continue pursuing the artistic field, and will be submitting a portfolio 
this spring for consideration of advanced placement as she begins her post-secondary visual arts 
career.
